AIR SHOCK REMOVAL

1. Set steering to straight ahead.
2. Lift vehicle and remove rear wheel. (Figure 1)

3. Locate and remove the air line to deflate the air shock. Turn the metal clip approx. 90° To remove the air
line fitting From the air shock. (Figure 2)

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4. Loosen and remove the upper and lower shock mounting nuts. (Figure 3)

5. Support the axle to relieve pressure from the air shock’s mounting points. Remove the upper and lower
air shock mounting bolts. (Figure 4)
