This includes proper lifting and immobilizing of the vehicle and isolation of any 
stored energy to prevent personal injury or property damage.

To avoid the possibility of short circuits while working with electric components consult your owner’s 
manual on how to disconnect your battery.

Consult your vehicle owner’s manual, service manual, or car dealer for the correct jacking points on your 
vehicle and for additional care, safety and maintenance instructions. Under no circumstances should any work 
be completed underneath the vehicle if it is not adequately supported, as serious injuries and death can occur. 

For vehicles with a “Closed Air Supply System,” replacement of components requires proper adherence to 
procedures set forth within OE servicing literature. Failure to comply with the OE prescribed procedures can 
result in component damage and/or failure.

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FRONT COIL STRUT REMOVAL

1.	 Raise the vehicle.

2.	 Remove the applicable front wheel. 

3.	 Disconnect the electrical connection at the top of the strut. (Figures 1, 2)

NOTE: Your new Arnott coil strut assembly comes with three (3) new top mount nuts and a new electronic bypass coil. 
All other accessories should be saved during removal for reuse in the installation. 
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4.	 Remove the bolt that holds the brake line. (Figure 3)

5.	 Remove the three (3) bolts that hold the ABS line. (Figures 4, 5, 6)

6.	 Remove the lower sway bar end link nut. (Figure 7)

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7.	 Disconnect the upper control arm. Use leverage to control the tension of the upper control arm bushings. 
(Figures 8, 9, 10)

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8.	 Remove the two (2) bottom strut bolts. (Figure 11)
