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MODIFICATION OF CYLINDER LINERS  
FOR SCANIA DC09/DC13

The cylinder liners (item no. 89 911 110) have been revised. 
The outer contour has been adjusted in two places on the new 
variant (item no. 89 939 110). These improvements reduce the 
occurrence of cavitation and thereby increase the durability of 
the cylinder liners. The functional dimensions remain the same 
and the old version can still be used.

Cavitation is a phenomenon in which small vapour bubbles form 
in a liquid and then collapse ("implode"). The implosion of these 
bubbles causes pressure shocks to the outer wall of the cylinder 
liners. These can lead to increased wear on the surface and 
thereby reduce the durability.
